Nouns in Bulgarian are masculine, feminine or neuter. Gender distinction is
usually marked by the final letter of the word in the singular.

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Adjectives

Adjectives agree in gender and in number with the noun to which they refer:
BUCOK MBX, BUCOKA XeHd, 8ucoko deme. Adjectives are not usually used on
their own.

The base form of the adjective is the masculine singular form without an
article. The base form usually ends in a consonant. There are also masculine
adjectives ending in -u. Feminine, neuter and plural forms are made by ad-
ding the following endings to the base form:

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and some other languages. The definite article is added to the end of the
word. In noun groups (adjective + noun) the definite article is added to the

adjective.

Bulgarian has two aspects (perfective and imperfective). First person singular
in the present tense is the base form of the verb.

Aspect

Most verbs have two forms which do not differ in meaning but differ in
aspect. The imperfective aspect of the verb (imp) denotes an incomplete
activity or one which is in progress, whereas the perfective aspect (perf)
means that the activity is completed.

The perfective aspect is formed from the imperfective by adding a prefix:

Present tense

The present tense forms are made using the base form of the verb plus speci-
fic endings. The base form of the present tense is the 3rd person singular and
on this basis verbs are divided into three declensions:

Past tense (aorist)

The past tense (aorist) is the most common past tense form. The past tense is
used for events that happened at a definite time in the past and were com-
pleted before the act of speaking. The past tense is most often formed from
perfective verbs.

The perfect tense

The perfect tense is used to talk about a situation which happened at an
indefinite time in the past before the act of speaking.

Both perfective and imperfective verbs can be used to form the perfect tense.

The perfect tense is formed by using the past participle of the main verb and
the present tense of the auxiliary verb cbm.

The past participle of the main verb is formed by changing the ending -x to

Past Continuous Tense (Imperfect)

The past continuous tense is used to say that something was in progress at

a particular moment in the past. The past continuous form does not tell us
whether the action was continuing at the moment of speaking or whether it
stopped before that moment.

Only imperfective verbs are used to convey a meaning of a continuous tense.
The past continuous tense of perfective verbs can be used sometimes in
subordinate clauses.

The Future Tense

The future tense is used for events that will happen after the act of speaking.

The future tense is formed by using the particle we and the conjugated
present tense form of the main verb:

Interrogative sentences

Interrogative sentences which do not begin with question words like kod,
Ko2d, 3aujo etc., have to be formed with the particle au.

Tv kynv nn cnapgonen? Did you buy an ice-cream?
Tv cnaponeg am kynu? Did you buy an ice-cream?
Tv nmn kynu cnagonen? Did you buy an ice-cream?

With this kind of question the intonation falls at the end of the sentence. The
intonation rises on the word we are asking about.
